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O Ministério da Cultura e o Banco do Brasil apresentam Antony Gormley
— Corpos Presentes (Still Being), retrospectiva inédita do artista londrino
ganhador de importantes prémios internacionais. Com trabalhos expostos
em mostras como a documenta de Kassel e a bienal de Veneza, Gormley,
conhecido pelas obras em larga escala, cria intervengoes para as cidades
mais importantes do mundo.
